This grant will allow school food authorities (SFA) to purchase the equipment needed to serve healthier meals, meet the new nutritional standards with an emphasis on more fresh fruits and vegetables, improve food safety, and expand access.

	School Food Authorities, Sponsors of the National School Lunch Program. Public school corporations, charter schools, private schools, and residential child care institutions that participate in the National School Lunch Program (NSLP) can apply for this grant.

	Selection/Evaluation Criterion
	Evaluation Criterion 

· Preference will be given to schools or districts with high Free and Reduced-price Eligibility.

· Priority will be given to those SFAs that can explicitly document how the equipment purchased will reflect the intent of the grant, with specific emphasis on impacting nutritional quality, serving healthier meals, and meeting nutritional standards.

· Consideration will be given to schools with operating balances on the most recent Annual Financial Statement are equal to or under the recommended 3 Months Average Expenses.

· Willingness of SFA to match funds will also be taken into consideration.

The following two items will alsol be used to prioritize requests beyond the criterion listed above.

· The Division of School and Community Nutrition (SCN), Indiana Department of Education will give priority to those sites that did not receive funds from the 2009 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grants or 2010 NSLP Equipment Assistance grants.

· In most cases grantees will be selected from schools that have already adopted new nutritional standards (6 cent certified).  An exception would be for a school that can successfully demonstrate how the equipment grant would be critical to their meeting the new standards.
